4. Technical Presentations
4.1.  11-23/2188r0: AIML work scope discussion, Xiaofei Wang (InterDigital)
4.1.1. Question on what additional feedback was received (as shown in slide 3). Chair mentioned that he will have one slide to explain the feedback.
4.1.2. Comment on that the technical report is complete and there is no need to work on that. Chair agreed with commenter but also mentioned that the privacy part can be added to the report.

4.1.3. Comment on that there is no enough time to define a subset of use cases. Suggestion on that one way to address the feedback/concerns received is to pick one use case and explain its importance. Chair added one bullet saying that one way to address the feedback/concerns received is to focus on one use case such as model sharing.
4.1.4. Comment on that model sharing is from different category compared with other use cases and it can be considered as enablement. Chair changes the text in slide 6 to explain that model sharing is an enabling use case.

4.1.5. Question on whehter model sharing can be applied to all use cases. Chair mentioned that model sharing is not used for roaming use case, but is currently mentioned for all other use cases. 

4.1.6. Comment on focusing on one use case and having model sharing to enable this use case.

4.1.7. Comment on that another important thing should be discussed is what should be done in the extended TIG. Chair mentioned that there are two tasks. The first one is to add the privacy part to the use cases. The second one is to find a proper scope to make TIG move forward. It could be to focus on one use case. 

4.1.8. Comment on that some UHR members like the CSI feedback use case. Chair explained that CSI feedback is important if there are 16 SSs. However, currently there are 8 SSs only and it is not clear whether there will be 16 SSs. Some people said that they do not see much gain of CSI feedback if there are only 8 SSs. Commenter thought that CSI feedback needs to be improved even if there are less than 8 SSs.
