2. Technical Presentations
2.1. 11-24/0057: ML-aided Channel Classification and Its Application to WLAN, Eunsung Jeon (Samsung)
2.1.1. Clarification on that the machine learning update is assumed to be very rare.

2.1.2. Clarification on that the simlation results are adopted from reference [2].

2.1.3. Clarification on that the simulation uses static channel model. Comment on that it is better to make the channel in the simulation time variant. 
2.1.4. Comment on that channel classifications and definitions are different between mm-wave and sub 7GHz. Clarification on that the simulations use CH A and F. The presenter thought the channel in sub 7GHz can also be used for mm-wave.
2.1.5. Clarification on that the advatage of this proposal is that if channel type is known then AP can use it to improve the performance.

2.1.6. Clarification on that the training data set uses SNR from 0 to 15 dB with one dB step.
2.1.7. Comment on that there is PHY changes at AP.

2.1.8. Clarification on that the model is pre-loaded and it is not related to modeling sharing.
2.2. 11-24/0065r0 Scope Discussion for Next Step AIML Work, Xiaofei Wang (InterDigital)
