2. Section 6.3.2 was discussed (item 12). Geometry B was removed from the document. The reasoning was that since the topic is “simultaneously operating piconets”, it does not make sense to look at the co-channel case. It was also decided that the antenna gains for both transmitters and receivers to be set at 10dBi (Item 12 of the to do list is done).

3. It was decided that the proposers should not be required to perform pratical measurements. Only simulations and/or calculations would be required. A. Seyedi will draft text to clarify this point.

4. Link budget table in section 6.6.2 was discussed (item 14 of to do list). It was also decided that the antenna gains for both transmitters and receivers to be set at 10dBi. A. Seyedi will calculate and insert the path loss at 1m. There was confusion over the definitions for “Payload bit rate”, “PHY-SAP bit rate”, and “PHY-SAP Throughput”. A.
