Call for Proposals

Candidate Technical proposals are requested for the IEEE P802.15 Millimeter-wave based Alternative PHY Wireless Personal Area Network (WPAN) draft standard (an alternative PHY to the Standard IEEE P802.15.3-2003).  This document describes the process and requirements for responding to this Call. 

CALL FOR INTENT (CFI): Closed on  December 11, 2005

The Call for Intent is a process in which all interested parties are asked to identify their intention to submit proposals.   Parties must declare their intent.  They may decide later, if necessary, to retract their intents, but the intents must be declared.  The purpose of this call is to enable scheduling for the March 2006 Plenary meeting , and assignment of document numbers.  All declarations were submitted on or before the December 11, 2005 due date. Scheduling problems may delay some presentations until the May 2006 Interim meeting; however, the goal is to hear all the proposals during the March 2006 meeting. The Call for Intent was issued and revised 05/330r0 (June 2, 2005), 05/330r1 (August 8, 2005), and 05/330r2 (Nov. 25, 2005). There were 25 responses to the CFI, cited in 05/439r6.

CALL FOR PROPOSALS (CFP): Due xxxxxx xx, 2006
The IEEE 802.15 Task Group 3c is chartered to develop a Standard based on its Project Authorization Request (PAR) and Five Criteria (5C).  
The PAR（http://standards.ieee.org/board/nes/projects/802-15-3c.pdf）, which explains the Scope and Purpose of the project, and the Five Criteria (04/251r3) can be found on the 802.15 Task Group 3c web page at: http://ieee802.org/15/pub/TG3c.html. 

This CFP solicits data that will fulfill this PAR for the creation of this amendment Standard.  Additionally, there are 2 other documents that are required reading: (1) a summary of the 16 proposed applications, found in Annex B of 05/353r7, the TG3c System Requirements document.  (2) a list of expected performance and attribute criteria, found in 05/493, the TG3c Selection Criteria  document.  These criteria will be used to evaluate the proposals. 

PROCESS:

All submissions to the CFP shall be formatted to include the IEEE 802.15 format with cover page.  All proposals shall include a self-evaluation based upon Annex A of 05/493 (latest revision).  The cover page releases the submission for the public use by the IEEE. Rules for IEEE submissions and formats for Microsoft Word and Power Point documents may be found at: http://ieee802.org/15/pub/Submission.html
For procedural help with your submission, or to ask general questions, please see the contacts listed at the end of this document.   All contributions should be submitted to the TG3c Chair and Vice Chair for process backup. 

The selection criteria document, 05/493 (latest revision), will be used to evaluate the proposals.   It is expected that each presentation will be one hour in length including time for questions.  The submission can contain supporting documentation to provide additional details.  Time will be scheduled at the end of the meeting for general discussion and clarification of questions.   

After all proposals have been presented, the selection committee members will evaluate each proposal against the selection criteria document. For an understanding of the process, refer to Annex A of 05/493 (latest revision).  The TG3c will create a document summarizing the selection criteria responses provided by each of the proposers.  

Once the evaluation process has completed, the down selection voting will occur.  The down selection procedure is documented in 05/692 (latest revision).  Voting on the proposals requires 802.15 voting rights.  More information on membership can be found at: http://ieee802.org/15/pub/Membership.html.
