Reply:  The WPAN effort should become a national standard.  Question:  What is expectation for the contributors for this standard?  Reply:  Proposals should state the measurement procedures, modulation, etc. Question:  what is your intention?  Reply:  A study group should be formed to investigate the possibilities of pursuing this initiative.  B Heile encouraged that 802.15 form a study group to engage this Chinese initiative and the WPAN forum and harmonize their activity with 802.15.
