Phil Beecher discussed TG4d Objectives and Agenda (15-06-0529-01-004d).

Shigeru Fukunaga showed the current Japanese regulation in progress, and explained the problem of long carrier sense. The discussion in Japanese committee is in its final stage, however some items could be changed in the weeks before publication for final comment..
Kuor-Hsin Chang asked the reason why the multiple channels is limited up to 3. Shigeru Fukunaga answered that there is no strong reason to require 4 or more large limitation.

Huan-Bang Li asked the reason why the short carrier sense does not work. Shigeru Fukunaga answered that the passive tag reader/writer signals can be paused a few msec, when reader/writer switched the antenna to increase the reading probability.
