Candidate Technical proposals are requested for the IEEE P802.15 Millimeter-wave based Alternative PHY Wireless Personal Area Network (WPAN) draft Standard (an alternative PHY to the Standard IEEE P802.15.3-2003).  This document describes the process and requirements for responding to this Call. 

CALL FOR INTENT (CFI): Issued June 2, closed December 11, 2005.

The Call for Intent was a process in which all interested parties were asked to identify their intention to submit proposals. There were 26 responses to the CFI, cited in 05/439r7.

CALL FOR PROPOSALS (CFP): Due xxxxxx xx, 2006
The IEEE 802.15.3c is chartered to develop a Standard based on its Project Authorization Request (PAR) and Five Criteria (5C) documents.  The PAR, which can be found at:（http://standards.ieee.org/board/nes/projects/802-15-3c.pdf ）explains the Scope and Purpose of the project. The Five Criteria (04/251r3) document can be found on the 802.15.3c web page at: http://ieee802.org/15/pub/TG3c.html. 

This CFP solicits proposals, that will fulfill this PAR, for the creation of this Standard. Only those who have declared intent, in response to the CFI, can submit proposals.   Additionally, there are four other documents that must be taken into account: (1) 05/353r7, the TG3c System Requirements document.  (2) 05/493rx, the TG3c Selection Criteria document. (3) 06/055rx,

802.15.3c Usage Model Document (UMD). (4) 06/xxxrx, TG3c Channel Model.  These four documents will be used to evaluate the proposals.

PROCESS:

All responses to the CFP shall use the IEEE 802.15 document format with cover page. The cover page releases the submission for public use by the IEEE. Rules for IEEE submissions and formats for Microsoft Word and Power Point documents may be found at: http://ieee802.org/15/pub/Submission.html
