Chair read the patent policy of IEEE. Everyone understood it, and there were no questions.

8:10 AM Presentation on Channel Model by Paul Gorday (15-04-0585-00-004b).

There were some discussion the model can be used for sub GHz band.

Paul Gorday explained the 2.4 GHz results using 15-04-0337-00-004b.

Shusaku Shimada proposed to split to two clusters to meet the real situation, such as hospital.

Paul Gorday answered simple model is better for evaluation in standard.

Henk de Ruijter commented that the maximum channel bandwidth (600kHz) is still small such that frequency selective fading will limit the performance rather than inter symbol interference. Hence the channel model needs to represent frequency selective fading so normalizing the Eb/No for each packet should be avoided.
Chair asked if the group was happy to use 15.4b model to go forward quickly the standardization.

Paul Gorday commented that each company has each use case and channel model. It is important to select the good balance between real and ideal.

Chair asked whether continuing to discuss the complicated channel model or selecting the 4b model.

Paul Gorday commented that we might get useful information from .11n.  He suggested we speak to Colin Lanzl. Chair promised to talk with Colin Lanzl before Montreal meeting.
