4:15 PM Remind IEEE-SA Stds. Board Bylaws on Patents in Std’s. & Guidelines

Chair read the patent policy of IEEE, and drew everyone’s attention to the rules and regulations of the IEEE.
Everyone understood it, and there were no questions.

4:30 PM Presentation on Progress of Japanese Consultation by Shigeru Fukunaga (15-07-0788-00-004d).

Shigeru Fukunaga (OKI) explained the progress the Japanese consultation. 

Shusaku Shimada (Yokogawa ) advised “consultation” was appropriate instead of “regulation”.

Chair asked how was the value of duty ratio “10%” decided in MIC.
Shigeru Fukunaga answered the value was same to EU’s rule.

Chair commented that the duty ratio was based on 1 hour in EU’s rule.

Shigeru Fukunaga commented that detail consultation would be shown by Kiyoshi Fukui (OKI) after that.

Chair also asked ACK signals were treated as “response signals” in exceptional rules of carrier sense time.
Shigeru Fukunaga asked NO. 
Shusaku Shimada supplemented that ACK signals needed no carrier sense in any time
Frank Poegel (Atmel) asked about transmission control.

Shigeru Fukunaga made clear that the node could send less than 1 second, and then the node has to pose 100ms.

Clint Powel asked the node had to pose after only 1ms sending.
Shigeru Fukunaga answered no. The node could send several frames within 1 second without carrier sense.

Chair supplemented that this limitation was originally defined for RFID systems, and not so serious for LR-WPAN systems.

4:50 PM Presentation on Draft consultation by Kiyoshi Fukui (15-07-0789-00-004d).
Kiyoshi Fukui explained the draft of Japanese consultation. 

Frank Poegel asked the channel mask would be defined the peak value or quasi peak one.
Shusaku Shimada asked peak value was used.

Chair asked the node can send any signal with no carrier sense at the first time.

Shigeru Fukunaga answered the idea is same to his personal understanding. MIC has to define clearly.
Shusak Shimada supplemented that issues would be clear when the TELEC would define the test condition for certification.
