Objective of Meeting

· Determine whether there is sufficient participation from IEEE 802 members and the RFID industry in drafting the PAR and Five Criteria documents required to become a Task Group for the purpose of developing a passive, semi-passive, or active RFID ultra-low energy tag and sensor PHY and/or MAC draft standard which would have;

· Broad applicability

· Is a unique solution for a problem

· Is substantially different from other IEEE 802 Standards.

· This RFID Standard could encompass one or more of the current 802.15 Standards with modification made for RFID applicability.
Discussion

How can the IEEE 802.15 Working Group help the RFID industry develop with wireless interfaces (PHY) and Medium Access Control (MAC) applicable to RFID applications?

It was determined that we need to seek contributions from the RFID industry and we discussed the release of a Call for Contribution (CFC).
Actions

· A draft CFC has been written by the Volunteer RFID SG Chair and was subsequently forwarded to Bob Heile (Chair of IEEE 802.15 Working Group) via e-mail for his review and comment.
· An action item is to release a CFC to the IEEE 802 WG e-mail reflector and RFID industry professionals prior to the March IEEE 802 Plenary meeting in Orland, FL.
