· Is the concept of THz reflector wall paper practical?  Response was not for the whole room but for patch coverage, yes.

· Clarification: In regards to the upconversion, the final mixing stage is a harmonic mixer and the second harmonic at 300 GHz is extracted.  The system could be tuned for higher frequencies than 300 GHz.  The issue of servicing multiple channels is TBD.

· Question in regards to bandgap semiconductor generation of THz energy … was it on the horizon.  Answer was perhaps.

· Question on interference caused by current sensing applications (i.e. homeland security and space sciences), how would this coexist?  Answer what this was an issue that had to be addressed.

· Question on possible bit rates in regards to 60 GHz.  Response was that the possible bit rates were more in line with optical bit rates and that a better comparison was with optical standards.

· Agenda item 2: Verbal report by David Britz on ITU THz regulatory activity.  It was indicated that we understand how to work with the ITU in regards to advancing our interest.  In particular, work is being done with the US representation by ATT Labs, and with the ITU directly via 802.18.  This was verbally confirmed by Mike Lynch.
· Agenda item 3: presentation of 15-08-0308-00 in regards to having the committee only meet during plenary meetings.  There was unanimous consent by the group to reduce our meeting schedule to only plenary meetings starting with July 2008.  Verbal verification by Ivan Reed was given that attending only plenary sessions fully met the requirements for maintaining voting rights within 802.
