Kinney announced that there would be two presentations today.

Potential Waiver and Rulemaking change to Part 15.247 by Jeff Solum, Starkey Laboratories, Inc.

· Jeff asked for support to reduce the bandwidth requirement of 15.247 from 500 kHz to 100 kHz

· Why not wider channels at 217 MHz?  Concerned about implementation issues at 217 MHz and this band is a US only band, TV channel 13 interferes with this band

· Products at 900 MHz available now?  No just prototypes

· Bandwidth of 100 kHz?  No, about 200 kHz

· Will narrower channels minimize interference? Yes

· Wouldn’t this change make chips designed to current standard obsolete? No

· Limit rule change to just a portion of the band?  No, need the whole band to ensure that a decent channel can be found
