Feedback from EC, Standards board meetings

WNAN study group has become the SUN task group (TG4g).  All three PARS approved by the WG and the EC in Nov have been approved. There where some objections to the NAN label so it was changed to “Smart-metering Utility Networks” or SUN.  There was some discussion (triggered by the RFID PAR) about 48 vs 64 bit addresses issues; it was decided this an 802-wide issue which needs to be addressed by each working group, and not specific to any task group.

48 vs 64 bit Adress Discussion

The RFID PAR stated a need for 64-bit MAC addresses. This may impact the SUM application space als.  From the PHY perspective, addressing is a MAC function so “bits is bits”; Rick and Jay expressed the opinion TG4g should at least participate in the discussions.  It was generally agreed this is a good idea. 

Channel Modeling Discussion
