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Minutes of the March 2009 THz IG

Meeting was called to order.  Approval of previous meetings minutes.

After the presentations Thomas Kurner lead a general discussion on the future course of the THz IG work.  He called it a chicken and the egg syndrome in regards to “a standard” generating industry interest and industry interest demanding a standard.  Part of the discussion was in regards to transitioning to a Study Group sooner than later.  The chair indicated that becoming a study group implied an obligation to generate a PAR and 5C, leading towards a task group.  And that completing a PAR and 5C required a certain technology maturity that was not apparent in THz technology.  The discussion continued until we ran out of time.  We agreed to meet again at the next plenary.
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
