Phil reminds everyone that they are covered by the policy and procedures. 
2) Updates from last week's call
Phil made a mistake last week – final calls are due May 2nd not May 1st.

Clint gives a quick update on the channel characteristics discussion. There are three proposals (and one more) that they have identified that should have real-world data. These companies can put together examples from the real world that we can use as guidelines instead of formal modeling – SSN, L+G, Elster, coronis.

3) Format for Final Proposal Submissions (doc #09-0261 + accompanying powerpoint 
Final proposal submissions – Phil sent out a reminder on the reflector. Document 90261 was posted last week as a draft table of contents. Power-point is not an ideal way to put all the details of a proposal. Document 90261 would be a better format to fill in all the details. Then summarize it for the presentations in power-point. Pat Kinney seconds this opinion. Note: not all sections may be relevant – but just fill in the sections that are.

4) Montreal Agenda (doc #09-0266, joint session with TG4e)

Discuss the sessions that we have. Most of the time has been allocated to discussion of calls for proposals. We will have 2 hours to discuss proposals on Thursday. Comments on the general agenda? We may want to add time for regulations and coexistence – Phil puts a placeholder.

Joint session with 4e: Pat Kinney says that the purpose is to coordinate the efforts in 4e and 4g. We put together these topics: channel hopping, security and reduced headers. Does anyone have other topics to add? We may want to consider header changes in general rather than just simply reduction. We should add low-energy also.

Another thing is to make time for liaison between the two because so many slots overlap.

5) Activities between now and Montreal
Most of the work between now and Montreal is to get together final proposals.

Jim Raab has contacted Ecklestein – there is possibly room for him to present – let’s discuss it closer to Montreal. So that it is fresh.
