2 Report from Channel Characteristics

8:06AM Clint Powell gives an overview of the channel characteristics sub-group. A summary was emailed out last night. Multipath was discussed - but a theoretical bound could become so ominous that it may bog down the process. The conclusion is that there is not one single characteristic that we can go by. But the proposers should mention in their proposals how they are going to handle it. Also, in terms of the deployed solutions, they should just include how they handle it. We may consider adding multipath to the phy parameters document.

Phil: In order to give people more time to look at the changed phy parameters: the first revision does not need to address all the parts of the phy parameters document, but hopefully people can add the parts Clint modified in the next week or so.

3 Final Proposal Submissions
