2 Feedback from NIST workshop.

An overview of the IP and Wireless Communications sessions at the workshop was given. Some more discussion followed about IEEE’s involvement.
3 Progress / Status: TG4e liaisons, merging proposals, support for legacy/deployed devices
Kuor Hsin Chang gave the update for DSSS - we are still working on merging and we will have a conference call soon.

Rishi Mohindra gives the update on OFDM. The proposals have been merged. We are doing simulation and defining the long and short training sequences for the different options.

We are trying to define another option on top of the existing proposals so that we can support a very long-range star network.

Comment – the spirit of 15.4 is to support a mesh architecture not a star architecture. 

Comment – this is PHY so we should leave the higher layers to the table?

Ben – there are lots of ways to optimize a PHY for one or the other so there are references for that in the document

Chair – it is reasonable for people to include whether they think their proposal can support start & mesh or just one or the other

Two FSK proposals – 

John Buffington – we are working on the legacy stuff for now. We also want to help with the technical requirements and criteria document.

Phil expects to post something on the tech requirements between now and the next call so be on the lookout for that

Ben – there has been a lot of work and there has been some consolidation – an update will be posted today for general review. This will be posted under the same document number – 477 r2. We are also trying to make sure we have the latest w.r.t. information on the Chinese and Japanese bands

We also want to see everything that 4e has done because they may be moving into the next phase where the technical editors take over the process. We need to get any MAC changes in ASAP

Japanese regulation – no updates on the 900 and 400 MHz bands so far.

4 Any other business
