PHY Technical Parameters:  Phil provides a brief overview of what is in rev 6.  Phil reviews the purpose of the document.  Some discussion:

Peter E:. Recent work in 802.11 suggests a 32-bit CRC is adequate up to 1536 octets of payload, and work in 802.11ac will introduce a 48-bit CRC for longer PSDUs.  Peter will provide a contribution to the group on this. 

Rishi suggests that the channel conditions also be included in the Parameters table. 

Merge progress: Kuor-Hsin reports work is still ongoing; Clint reports work is still ongoing;

Clint Powell: repeats his request from vendors with deployed systems to provide the operating parameters they use.  He has received no input yet. He promises he can keep the specifics confidential if so requested, he just wants to get an idea of what is there.
