Pat Kinney: TG4e – schedule has slipped – the new schedule is that a new draft will be released on Sept 13 – there will not be a vote on it; it is just for reviewing comments.
Agenda Items for joint meeting in Hawaii :

· Issues with long messages were added to the joint meeting. Discussion on CRC ensues – Peter Ecclesine will post a presentation for discussion. Some bands (e.g. 950MHz band in Japan) have maximum transmission time and that needs to be addressed also.

· EN300-328

Bob Mason: Support for legacy devices will be added to proposal. We are looking also how to merge our FSK proposal with other PHY’s (e.g. OFDM). We are working on the band adaptation proposal. We will use something similar for our frequency band.

Clint gives an update – similar actions are being taken in this proposal to refine and merge.
Kuor Hsin: there have been discussions and some progress between DSSS proposals.
