9. Mr. Han presented the overview of PES (Personal Environment Systems):

10. Dr. Ryu presented the User oriented WPAN for PES upgraded from ISO/IEC29157:

11. During the presentation many questions were raised.

12. Among the questions was the inquiry as to whether a review had been made of the current 802.15 standards had been made to see if there was an overlap or duplication of any of the current 802.15 standards?

13. Dr. Heile stated that a review should be made to eliminate the possibility of duplication of effort.

14. The Interest group members agreed that this activity would be carried out.

15. At the cross over point in the PES presentation from the work approved in the ISO 29157 and future development upgrading of the standard to include “Container” machine to machine communications many questions were raised for clarification of the development process and the need for this development. 

16. It was stated that there may already be a solution to the requirement available in the current 802.15 family of standards.

17. It was agreed that the group would review all the PAR and 5 Criteria documents for the 802.15 Task Groups.

20. A request was made for this review of the PES requirements and the existing standards.

21. As the PES the IEEE already uses acronym for the Power and Energy Systems Forum a search was made to locate a suitable acronym.

22. After discussion the acronym PSC (Personal Space Communications) was presented and after discussion it was agreed that this would be used going forward.

23. In order to review the current 802.15 standards activities the PAR and 5C for each of the current group activities were located and will be reviewed for possible duplication with the PSC activities.

24. The request form for presenting a Tutorial at the March plenary meeting was completed and forwarded to the Chair of 802.15 Bob Heile.

25. It was suggested that a presentation is also given at the tutorial giving the Business Opportunity that PSC would provide.

26. It was also recommended that clearer descriptions of the network layouts and function should be made in the Tutorial presentation.

27. A request for a PSC reflector to be made available on the 802.15 website was made to the 802.15 chair and was approved.

28. The meeting recessed at 18:00 until 08:30 on Wednesday January 20th.

30. During the meeting Dr. Ryu announced that the ISO/IEC29157 has been approved as an FCD in Barcelona Spain earlier today.
