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5.5.3.2.2 Idle Pattern and Adjustment Time Dimming

The idle pattern, whose duty cycle variation results in the brightness variation
, can be inserted between the

data frames for light dimming. The adjustment time which means "ON" and "OFF" time of a light source

can be also inserted into either the idle pattern or into the data frame, as shown in figure 30, to reduce or

increase the average brightness of a light source.
