* Some issues and suggestions on light dimming in D1 draft of TG7 (15-10-0203-00-0007): presented by Sang-Kyu Lim (ETRI)
- Rick: At page 7, the section 5 is the overview.  It’s not proper place to write those in detail. 
            We need to discuss more about this.

- Sang-Kyu: We can discuss it in the off-line meeting.   I’ll submit it in comments. 

* Amplitude modulated VLC dimming challenges (15-10-0159-00-0007): presented by Rick Roberts (Intel)
- Sang-Kyu: At page 11, I have question about the implemented situation.  I just wonder the receiver works well when the active and comp time is repeated.

- Sridhar: I think the MAC can handle those situations. 

- Rick: We may use the specific code for the comp time.  
- Sridhar: At page 4, I think manufactures can solve the 1.b) potential problem. 

- Rick: I believe there are several solution and I didn’t think much. 

- Sridhar: About the last sentence at page 7, that’s not only problem of dimming.  Every communication has the same problem.  The link establishment is the longest and then preamble.  The payload is the last one.  

- Rick: I agree that point. 

- Sridhar: At page 13, why VPM LE is needed?  VPM use 50% for LE in D1 document.  Even if VPM is chosen for the communication, they need the dimming requirement for dimming percentage.  So, LE should use 50%.
- Rick: We can discuss about that.
- Sridhar: I don’t know why we really need this command.  If I cannot communicate, I stop the communication.  If the communication is not work anymore, how can we send even the command?  If you want to send the warning before the link getting bad, it’s fine with me. 

- Rick: I agree that point.
