Rules and Patent Policy Reminder

Phil reminds all attendees to review the IEEE links in the meeting notice covering 802.15 WG rules and IEEE-SA patent policy.  Phil reminds attendees that those rules apply to this call. Phil asks if there are any essential patent announcements, none heard.
Subgroup/Comment Resolution Status 

Sum reports on Comment Resolution, common signaling mode:  56 comments still active, resolutions proposed for 50, 6 are being worked and will need group discussion to resolve.  Sum will post the proposed resolutions before Hawaii.  Work continues on remaining 6. Requests agenda time early in the week to complete.

Sum reports on CAD:  Work is well underway. 5 bands identified where coexistence analysis is required. Expect to post analysis draft covering 2.4GHz band next week  for group review of approach and method. 

Mark Wilbur reports on comment resolution device classes/CSM:  Resolutions for all but 6 comments are completed. Resolution document will be posted next week. Mark expects the remaining comments will require discussion in Hawaii to resolve.

Kuor-Hsin Chang Reports on Generic PHY comments:  Proposed resolutions are being completed and will be posted next week. 

Kuor-Hsin reports on Mode Switch comments: Proposed resolutions should be circulated prior to Hawaii for review.  

Monique reports on draft preparation: Pre-D2 draft, to contain all the resolutions agreed in Beijing and San Diego (99%), and will be released on Tuesday with updated comment database. 

Phil clarifies the purpose of the Pre-D2 as a working document for the task group to use in completing comment resolution and preparations for the draft to be balloted.  The process will be that if resolution of comments is complete and all draft content is agreed to by the TG, the ballot motion will instruct the editors to prepare Draft 2 using Draft 1 plus comment resolutions as documented in the comment resolution database (XLS) and other documents as may be referenced therein.
