Chair presents Patent Policy and IEEE Policy and Procedure and Calls for Potentially Essential Patents, relevant to the standard.  There were none.


Chair presents 15-11-0039-00-04tv-introduction-of-tv-white-space - Review of TVWS.

There is discussion about what should be the scope of the TVWS project leading to a discussion on advantages for Smart Utility networks of operating in TVWS; suggestions outlined below:
TVWS - Advantages for smart utility networks of operating in TVWS

1) Range in low density rural applications

2) Ability to bridge TG4g networks

3) Ability to operate in different frequency bands with common software implementation – reduced cost, Reduction of interference

4) Additional spectrum available for high density activities

5) Less congestion -> lower energy consumption, improved latency.

There was discussion about the next steps for SG-TVWS.  It was suggested if the scope is limited to adopting TVWS for SmartGrid applications as described for TG4g, then a small group could prepare a proposal for a PAR and 5C document to be presented at the March meeting for further discussion.
