Meeting Minutes:  September 18-22, 2011
Tuesday AM1 Session – September 20, 2011
The chair called meeting to order at 8:00am.

He introduced opening report by explaining the status and progress:

TG4m officers to be nominated: Bob suggested having at least two 
positions: Chair and secretary 

Approved the agenda: 15-11-0603-03: chair explained the agenda 
Motioned: Sum, seconded: Kunal Shah, Silver Springs 

Reviewed the PAR: rev5 
o Frequency band 54MHz to 862MHz added to the title: 
o Scope: chair explained why we need 40 kbps to 2Mbps data rates 

Presentation by SUM: 15-11-0621-00: functional requirements 
o Jay: asked to add to the frequency bands “that can be identified” 
o Data rates: one option to 10 Mbps: reason: need to send data fast and 
after then need to sleep 
o Range: remove “the data rate of 40 kbps” 
o Frequency switching: Soo-Young Chang: need to switch frequency bands 
while operating? Yes. 
o Compatibility: with 15.4: need to rethink for new language or take out 
o Question 2.6: any other 802 systems in the TV white space: yes 
o 2.5: consider geolocation database primarily 

Discussed channel models by chair: suggested some models: 1. Okumura model 
is the best, 2. ITU-R model over 10Km range 
o Jay: at proposal stage, proposers suggested channel models with 
evaluation results 
o Alberto: need common channel models 
o Chair: use the same model which is used for broadcasting: seek 
volunteers: NICT (SUM) will discuss off-line with potential volunteers. 

Officer nomination: 
Jay: recommend Choi as chair: he declined due to his personal issues 
Bob: possibility to have acting chair when he has issues: possible to 
send call for interest through email reflector for chair for a couple of 
days and get responses: chair ask the group to respond.

Tuesday AM2 Session – September 20, 2011
Meeting is called to order at 10:31am.

Chair presents agenda of am2 session.

 To review presentation of sg4tv, but there is no much presentation hence it is skipped and start the presentation of Dr. Chang.

Dr. Chang presents Doc. # 637r1. 'Summary of Consultation paper form Industry Canada'.

There is a comment from Chin-Sean Sum, NICT. He inquires if there is a secondary system (RRBS) can use TV channel without following the rules following TV white space on page 8. For 4m, RRBS should be different things, which is meant for internet connection to the rural area. 

Canada government tries to move the concept to TV white space. RRBS may have information of database. 

Dr. Chang comments that Canada may prefer to have spectrum sensing.

There are no further comments and questions.

Chair announces the next agenda item is presentation review for SG4TV. There are 6 presentations concerned about TV white space. 

He went through 6 documents.

First Doc 15-11-0039-00-04tv is about the introduction of TV White Space.

The 2nd presentation was from NICT Doc 171r0 on use cases.

The 3rd presentation Doc 194r0 was done by Betty Zhao from Huawei. The document is regarding to the Intelligent Transport System.

The 4th presentation is from ETRI Doc 215r2 on TV white space definition and characteristics. And FCC decision in 2010 is also included as well as some TV White Space service models.

5th presentation is Doc. 279r1 from Betty Zhao on vehicle application using TV white space.

Last presentation is on TV white space related issues from Doc 546r0 by Dr. Chang. There is comment from Sum, NICT.

Chair discusses the last agenda item: time line.

He displays slide 12 of Doc 638r0. He reviews that TG4m was formed. He announces that AM1 session if anyone wants to come forward to chair the group please let him know. He wants to talk to several people on officer appointment offline. 

In November meeting, there will be a technical guidance document discussion. Dr. chang comments that it would depend on how complicated the document will be for the timeline of November. 

Technical requirements and function documents are complicated. If a simple requirement document could be accepted by the group, it is not necessary to have a long time to come out the requirement documents. If not the requirement document will be delayed.

All proposals will be presented in May meeting after proposal call in January and preliminary proposals in March.

The draft standard is targeted to be completed in Sep 2011 and final draft in November 2012 to be ready for WG Letter Ballot. 

Letter ballot is planned in Jan 2013 and recirculation in March, May, July. And Sponsor ballot in September 2013.

Chair reviews Thursday agenda. Recess is called until Thursday AM1 session.

SUM of NICT will provide comparison results of channel models for TG4m to 
help proposers to identify the better PHYs. 

SUM of NICT suggested to take out inter-system coexistence part of 
Coexistence section and add regulatory rules for primary users.

Soo-Young Chang will initiate email exchanges through the email reflector 
to collect information for any sections of this document. 

Soo-Young Chang suggested timeline for finalization of the first draft of 
this document. 
o All information will be collected by the end of October by Soo-Young Chang. 
o Soo-Young will integrate this information into this document and 
finalize the first draft before the November meeting. 
o In November meeting, the TG4m group will have discussion on this document.
