It is the intention to create an amendment to 15.4c (PHY for Chinese frequency bands) that is similar 15.4j. Implant devices will not be considered and the proposed amendment will be different to 15.6.
Dave Evans asks which bands apart from the 780 MHz is being considered? 608 to 630 MHz is the main band of interest.
Dave Evans asks what will be the key features for MAC and what are the detailed technical requirements? None have been considered so far.
Paul Chilton asks what is the expected data rate and operating range? The data rate will be 250 kb/s. There was no reply on range but a transmit power of 10 mW was suggested.
