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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.15 PAC Interest group meeting held at the Hyatt Regency Atlanta, Nov. 08 - 11. 2011.

 Tuesday Nov. 8th, 2011


1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:00am.
2. Chairman: Myung Lee, Secretary: Chanho Yoon
3. IEEE Patent Policy slides were shown. 
4. The chair asked if there were any questions. None heard.
5. The agenda for the meeting is : 15-11-0754-00-0pac-sg-pac-agenda-nov11.xls

6. Attendees were asked to use both the sign in sheet provided and the IMAT system for attendance.
7. There were no objections on approving the mintues on last SG PSC meeting in Okinawa.
8. The 802.15 chair, Rober Heile, suggested forming a formal study group by proceeding to a motion in the EC meeting for an approval of PAC as a formal study group. 
9. Following the discussion of PAC features, couple of members made presentations in response to the call for presentation on usage models.
10. Seung-Hoon Park from Samsung Electronics gave the first presentation (15-11-0744-01-wng0-use-cases-and-market-potential-of-pac.pdf) on usage and business model for the PAC. 
11. A group member had a question on the presentation given by Seung-Hoon Park.  His first question was about the exact meaning of the “peer” in the PAC that the presenter meant to deliver.  Seung-Hoon said logical level of peer is the key concept, not limited by a physical concept of peer.  Therefore, some confusion about the infrastructureless PAC devices which requires infrastructures to initiate certain types of peer-aware communications services may arise. 
12. Followed by Park’s presentation, Huan-Bang Li gave the second presentation (15-11-0740-00-wng0-applications-and-use-cases-for-peer-aware-communications.pdf).  
13. One of the group members had a question on device-level low power consumption.
14. The meeting recessed in 9:30am.
15. The group reconvened to hear the following presentations at 10:30am.
16. The third presentation (15-11-0743-00-wng0-use-cases-for-peer-aware-communications-sub-3-ghz.pptx) was given by Suhwook Kim from LGE. 
17. One of the group members had a question on possibility of supporting PAC services above 1Mbps data rate in range of 1km.  Suhwook answered that it is achievable when TV white space is utilized.
18. The last presentation (15-11-0741-04-wng0-usage-cases-for-peer-aware-communications.pptx) for the Tuesday AM2 session was given by Sunggeun Jin from ETRI.
19. There was a question about methods of achiving high precision location services.  The presenter suggested utilization of the 60GHz band.
20. The chair reminded the group about what PAC is aiming for.
21. The meeting recessed in 12:00pm.
Wednesday Nov. 10th, 2011

22. The group reconvened at 8:00am. 
23. A motion to request 802.15 WG approve the establishment of the SG PAC is made by Seunggeun Jin and seconded by Seunghoon Park.  Yes 15, No 0, Abs 0.  
24. The group reviewed the distinctive features of the PAC.  Multi-hop communication feature was added.  There was a discussion about restricting operating frequency bands, and the group agreed to replace the term “lightly unlicensed band” with “globally available unlicensed bands”.
25. As the fifth presentation for the Atlanta meeting, the gourp heard another use case model (15-11-0746-01-wng0-pac-applications.ppt) presented by Betty Zhao from Huawei Technolgies.
26. The group revised the scope and purpose of the PAC features.  In the purpose category, the terminology “positioning” was a bit ambiguous.  Thus, it was replaced with “relative positioning”.  Also, one of the key features, “autonomous association”, was replaced with “discovery for peer information w/o association”.  The group discussed about the typical data transmission rate that PAC should support.  Due to many application interests from variety of members, ranging the data rate scalability was an issue.  The group decided to set signaling rate as typically 100kbps and data rate as typically 10Mbps.
27. The meeting recessed in 12:30pm.
28. The group reconvened at 13:30pm to review the very first draft PAR for the PAC.
29. The group worked on the specifics of scope, need, and purpose.  However, there was some debate on whether to include licensed bands or not into the purpose.
30. The meeting recessed in 15:30pm.
31. The group reconvened at 16:00pm to review the very first draft 5C for the PAC.
32. The chair asked some volunteers to revise sections of the draft 5C document for the PAC.
Thursday Nov. 11th, 2011

33. The group reconvened at 8:00am.
34. Group members started the meeting by revising the draft 5C document which was distributed on Wednesday.  Initial first draft of PAR & 5C completed.
35. The subject of limiting operating bands was left unconcluded, and its relation to forming task group(s) will be discussed in the next Jacksonville meeting.
36. The meeting adjourned until next session in Jan. 2012, Jacksonville, FL.
