16. The PAR&5C were revised reflecting group’s responses. 

17. The meeting recessed at 7:50pm.

Wednesday Mar. 14th, 2012

18. The group reconvened at 8:00am. 
19. A SG motion to approve revised PAR and five criteria and the presentation contained in documents, “15-12-0157-00-0pac-draft-pac-par.rtf”, “15-12-0158-00-0pac-draft-pac-five-criteria.rtf”, and “15-12-0159-00-0pac-draft-comments-and-responses-pac.ppt” is moved by Huan-Bang Li and seconded by Seung-Hoon Park.  The result: Yes 14, No 0, Abs 0. The motion passed.
20. A SG motion to request that the revised PAR and five criteria contained in documents “15-12-0157-00-0pac-draft-pac-par.rtf”, and “15-12-0158-00-0pac-draft-pac-five-criteria.rtf” be approved by the IEEE 802.15 WG and that the EC be requested to forward the PAR to NesCom is moved by Marco Hernandez and seconded by Igor Dotlic. The result: Yes 14, No 0, Abs 0. The motion passed.

A SG motion to authorize the 802.15WG chair to make any needed editorial changes and two technical changes (addition of “reduction of significant overhead” in PAR subclause 5.2 and deletion of the explanatory note in PAR subclause 8.1) to the PAC PAR and 5C in support of the submission of these document to EC and NesCom is moved by Huan-Bang Li and seconded by Daegyun Kim. The result: Yes 14, No 0, Abs 0. The motion passed. 
22. The meeting recessed at 9:20am.
23. The group reconvened at 1:35am. 
24. Seung-Hoon Park from Samsung Electronics gave the two presentations (“15-12-0155-00-0pac-pac-procedure.ppt” and “15-12-0156-00-0pac-pac-requirements”) on PAC procedure and PAC requirements.
25. He proposed initiail draft PAC procedure: call for application, 4 preliminary documents, call for proposal, proposal merger, and draft documentation in PAC procedure presentation.
26. He also proposed to draft application matrix and technical requirements.
27. There were some comments on these presentations. The detailed contents in presentations are prilimiary and not to be interpreted as binding. The presentor wanted to give and share expected PAC procedures and requirements once PAC becomes a task group.
