Suhwook Kim, the proposer of multi-periodic GTS states that he wished to withdraw multi-periodic GTS MAC feature from the draft. The group agrees.
TG reviewed the comments on clause 5 relating to association proxy commands.
There are several comments concerning technical issues with these commands.

Samsung (Shannon Park) presents document 15-11-0470-02-004j on Easy Pairing (association proxy) to explain what they are trying to achieve with this feature.
Then there is a technical explanation of why this feature should be implemented above the MAC layer.
There is a proposal to remove all association proxy features from the amendment and the group agrees to drop all of MAC features related to association proxy.
TG reviews technical comments on clause 5 for the coordinator switch command.
Chair notes that in the WNG it was stated that all the commands to do this operation are already available with the existing MAC commands.
Furthermore it was noted that this MAC features was out of scope of the PAR.
There was a technical discussion on the technical complexities of the coordinator switch command and it is noted that most of the decisions for this process and in particular whether more devices can be taken on, are actually taken by the next higher layer above the MAC and not the MAC itself. 
A question is asked as to whether there something in the MBAN rules that justifies this feature and could this be put in an Annex that also describes the use cases. Furthermore it is noted that there is potentially interest in other groups for this feature so we need to get this correct for all likely uses cases.
Chair proposes that this feature be described in an Annex to the Amendment due to the usefulness of the feature to medical applications.

Shannon Park wishes to discuss this with the proposer of this feature (Ranjeet Patro) who is not present at this session.
The chair proposes to summarize the discussion on the coordinator switch feature, to directly contact the Samsung proposer and to ask him to assist in the creation of text for annex.
TG then reviewed the technical comments under global and resolves the last two comments.

For the channel switch command, the chair reminded the TG that in the WNG it was noted that we need to take on board all the PHYs that will use this command.
Ben Rolfe presents document 15-12-0288-00-004j on channel change notification enhancement.
This proposes that an information element (IE) should be used instead of a MAC command. The IE needs to contain PHY specific description of what to switch to in the new frequency band.
The WG technical editor notes that the IE should be in the IE clause 5.4.2 and the PHY description should be in the PHY clause 8.
The WG technical editor and Ben Rolfe will consider and circulate information about how to define the PHY description.
