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1.1 Comment to clause 2.2

The examples Facebook and Twitter are infrastructure based applications. As TG8 targets infrastructure-less applications as mandatory in the PAR, the examples give a wrong message and in fact are misleading.

Recommended resolution: Delete “Facebook, Twitter” and replace it with “social network”. Replace “account@facebook” with “account@SocialNetwork”.
1.2  Comment to clause 4.2
States of the PD is implementation (proposal) dependant. It is not part of requirements.

Recommended resolution: delete clause 4.2.

1.3 Comment to clause 6.16

The last paragraph is incorrect. PAC systems shall be infrastructure-less based.

Recommended resolution: replace “in the absence” with “with assistance”.

1.4 Comment to clause 7.1

In the last meeting in San Antonio, it was decided not to include transmission range. 

Recommended resolution: delete clause 7.1.

1.5 Comment to clause 9.2

Leave the title of clause 9.2 as “Channel models”

The rest of the title (Refer to DCN…) place it as a text of this clause and delete “or the latest”. 

1.6 Comment to clause 9.3
The contribution for link level simulation is a follows:

Change the number of clause 9.4 to 9.3 and number clause 9.3 to 9.3.2 and place it (text included) after clause number 9.3.1.

Create title of clause 9.3.1 as “Link budget analysis” with the following text:

           Fade margin 
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           The amount by which the received signal level can be reduced without causing the PER is larger than 10%.
