Since what is specified in the ETSI specification has no implication to the 802.15.4 standard, it is no need to initiate a project.” The group discussed whether to initiate a project is needed or not and was in general agreed that there is no need to initiate a project to align the current revision of IEEE standard 802.15.4 with ETSI TS 112 887. Tom moved to submit the following motion to the WG:
Study Group has determined that no PAR and CSD addressing this topic is necessary. The study group’s activities are complete and will not seek renewal in March.
