6. After 62 votes of 96 voters,  55-yes, 2-no, 5-abstain;  we started with 46 comments and 1 rouge comment, and after going through all the comments, we ended up with a total of 5 rouge comments.

8. For the first rouge comment from a non-voter sent to chair, on 869.4 to 869.65 used in Romania should be added to the amendment. 
a. The group unanimously agreed to include this comment with the other comments. 

9. On the comments 1 and 15, about why we skipped frequency band ID 14, we will reject and let the two commenters know off line that 14 has been used in 15.4u already, that is in process of being released. 
10. On comment 39 that the second part talked to tying the CCA to the operating mode, that is not what the base standard has done, so will go back to the commenter and get further information.  
11. Refer to the 15-16/0597r0x for the different resolutions discussed.  
12. One observation was to be more careful with file naming as there were several versions of the ‘D1’ draft that got out.  e.g. we could use _RC1, _RC2, etc. (Release Candidate) until going out for ballot, then drop the RCx.
