After much discussion, we determined there is nothing technically wrong with the draft and we are following the base standard.  See comment resolutions for more.

Circled a little on how to deal with removing the country names, since this is not a regulatory document and the countries will always be changing and it will be difficult for the standard to keep up.  Came around to move the country info to an Informative Annex and removing from the core amendment.  This will cause updates on the band unique identifier discussion above.
