The MAC address of a PD shall be an IEEE 48-bit Extended Unique Identifier-48 (EUI-48), as defined by IEEE Std 802-2014 and assigned by the IEEE Registration Authority.  When transmitted, the MAC address shall be sent in the canonical form defined in IEEE Std 802-2014 (see clause 6.5.1).
The multicast group address of a PAC group shall be a 16-bit identifier, as assigned by the initiator of a PAC group. The multicast group address takes the lower 2 octets of the initiator’s MAC address.
