Monday, 12 November, 2018, AM1
Meeting called to order at 8:12 a.m. on November 12, 2018.

 

Don Sturek (task group chair, affiliated with Itron) read the patent policy and guideline slides aloud.  No one present had any patent issues to offer.  See document 15-18/0521r00.

 

The Monday PM2 and Tuesday AM1 sessions will be cancelled as there are conflicts with the IEEE 802.15.4md sessions that are happening at the same times.  The Thursday AM1 session will be the next and final session for IEEE TG4y.

 

The work this week: Review the start of the IEEE 802.15.4y draft vs. the IEEE 802.15.4md comments on security.

 

Security editorial comments that SECN was going to do handle within its draft will instead be pushed to IEEE 802.15 TG4md with TG4y only dealing with the technical changes to security.

 

Sturek said that he was assuming that that the SECN amendment will not finish before IEEE 802.15.4md.

 

Sturek displayed IEEE 15-18/0522r00, which covers the security amendment change text.  It lists the changes that were discussed during the July plenary.  It enumerates where in the base specification changes need to be made to permit algorithm agility.  Many of the comments submitted are editorial, but some additional text will be needed to explain the use of AEAD ciphers in place of CCM - doing a simple text replacement ends up leaving out a description of what an AEAD cipher is and what it means in this context.  In particular, while CCM is a singular AEAD algorithm, there are many AEAD ciphers and each would need at least a section detailing how it works.  If these comments are handled as rogue comments, they’ll be submitted during the next WG letter ballot or worse case during a Sponsor Ballot.
