TG System Requirements Document
The 802.15.16t System Requirements Document (Document 21-0097/r4) (the "SRD"), which was previously posted to the Mentor server, was reviewed by the task group.

The task group discussed adding a use case requirement to the SRD that requires full-duplex operation in an 802.16t base station, and half-duplex operation in an 802.16t mobile device.

The task group continued to review and update the SRD.

The task group decided that the changes to the SRD that were discussed would be incorporated in Document 21-0097/r5 and uploaded to the Mentor server. Continued discussions on the SRD were scheduled for the next 802.15.16t meeting on March 16, 2021.
