If the dedicated ranging channel (i.e., M2M ranging opportunity subframe index, Periodicity of the M2M ranging) which is allocated through AAI-PAG-ADV message is different with the dedicated ranging chan​nel which is allocated via AAI-SCD message, Dedicated Channel Allocation Timer is included in AAI-PAG-ADV message and the allocated dedicated ranging channel is valid within the Dedicated Channel Allocation Timer.
