DCR mode is defined in the current draft as one of operational modes but it doesn’t belong to any AMS operational states. The operation of DCR mode is almost same as Idle mode except for availability of paging. Therefore, it’s reasonable to define DCR mode one of possible modes which belong to Idle State.

The Idle state consists of two separated modes, Idle Mode and DCR ModePaging Available Mode and Paging Unavailable Mode based on its operation and MAC message generation. During Idle Modestate, the AMS may perform power saving by switching between paging listening interval and paging unavailable interval as defined in 6.2.18.2Paging Available Mode and Paging Unavailable Mode. The AMS in DCR mode may also perform power saving but a paging is not available during DCR Mode.
