IEEE 802.16 Session #83 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday January 14, 2013, 09:10 – 11:01 hours.
Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 09:10 hours local time. He welcomed the Working Group to Vancouver for Session #83 of the IEEE 802.16 WG.

Roger noted the online location of the IEEE 802.16 webpage  <http://wirelessman.org>, where official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group can be found, and the online location where the meeting schedule and plans for the week are presented.

Roger noted the location of the agendas for the opening and closing plenary, and presented an overview of the Opening Plenary agenda.  
Dr. Roger Marks began by introducing himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with Consensii LLC.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.
Roger explained how to access Working Group documents using the online IEEE Mentor Documents system through the link http://docs.wirelessman.org, and that this is the main IEEE Mentor server to get access to documents and to upload documents.  The documents are also available on a local server.  Roger recommended to the WG to use the http://docii.wirelessman.org to view the document assignments within the Working Group.

Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 46 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group. Potential Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_pot.html>) were also noted.  Voting members of the WG were advised they should have a voting token appearing on their registration badge verify that their registration badge correctly indicated their membership as a voting member of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group.
Attendance

The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”). The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).  The indicated affiliation will be publicly reported.
The attendees were informed that in order to register attendance for the meetings it is required to access the online attendance system using the “Verilan” wireless network.
Attendees were advised that they must record at least 75% of the possible credit hours in the IMAT attendance system in order to ensure “Participation” status for the session. Attendees were further advised that for this session, there are 32 hours worth of meetings, so 24 hours of attendance are required to reach 75%.

Opening Plenary Agenda
The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #83 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg83/agenda.html.  Roger discussed with the group the possiblity of cancelling the September 2013 Session,#87 given the holiday season in Asia during that time.  He asked for comments or concerns from the group.  The group voiced comments that it may be premature to cancel the meeting, given that the 802.11 Working Group is aware of the conflict with the holiday event, and may change the meeting date to another date that is more suitable for attendees.
Without objection the agenda was adopted by the Working Group.

The minutes of Session #82 were presented to the group for comments.  None were received.
Motion (09:23 h): “To approve the Minutes of Session #82 (Document IEEE 802.16-12-0699-01).”

Moved by Tim Godfrey, seconded by Hyunjeong Kang.
Motion approved by unanimous consent.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.
The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights, also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.  The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy Slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

The WG Chair reminded the group that Letters of Assurance (LoA) are available at the IEEE-SA web site. A database of LoAs related to IEEE 802.16 is available at <http://standards.ieee.org/db/patents/pat802_16.html>. The WG Chair instructed the Task Group and Study Group chairs to repeat the patent policy in their groups per the details provided for the respective groups. 

The WG Chair explained that contributions submitted to the task groups and study groups must conform to the contribution procedures described at the link <http://WirelessMAN.org/submit.html>, and that submittals that violate these procedures would not be accepted.  Roger also presented the location of the IEEE 802 Rules document, the role of the Working Group Chair, and explained that any concerns should be brought to the immediate attention of the Working Group Chair.

Working Group Chair’s Status Report
The WG Chair presented Document IEEE 802.16-13-0015, the IEEE 802.16 Status Report for Session #83.  Roger mentioned there is one person on the Potential Member list, who could become a member at the next meeting in March.
Roger noted the Session #82 Meeting Report (located at <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg82/report.html>).  There was no discussion.

Roger presented the schedule for the week and that we have two meeting rooms assigned for the week;  King George and Prince of Wales.  
Roger discussed the OmniRAN activity from the HetNet Study Group would continue as an IEEE 802 EC Study Group.  That group would meet Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday starting at 1:30pm each day.  The attendees were informed that attendance credit will be granted to 802.16 WG Members for their participation in IEEE 802.18, IEEE 802.19, IEEE 802.21 and the IEEE 802.24 Smart Grid TAG.
GRIDMAN Task Group Report:

Chair Tim Godfrey presented the GRIDMAN Task Group Opening Presentation, as shown in Document IEEE 802.16-13-0011-01-Gdoc.  He mentioned the status of the comment resolution databases. He also presented the goals for Session #83, and the agenda for the week.

Roger pointed out that the deadline of the 24 January is a firm deadline for submitting the approval request to RevCom. 

P802.16q Task Group Opening Report:

P802.16q Chair Harry Bims presented the P802.16q Opening Presentation for Session #83 and discussed the input documents to this session.  He mentioned that all three allocated time slots would be available for discussion on the Amendment Working Document and the System Requirements Document.
P802.16r Task Group Opening Report:

P802.16r Acting Chair Ching-Tarng Hsieh presented the P802.16r Agenda for Session #83 and discussed the input documents to this session. 
P802.16.3 Task Group Opening Report:

P802.16.3 Chair Hyungjeong Kang presented the P802.16.3 Agenda for Session #83 and described the input and output documents to this session.  She mentioned that all of the assigned time slots may not be necessary.  Roger mentioned that we need to make a recent filing for the FCC. We should remember to presented our output document to the 802.18 WG for their review and comment.

Project Planning Committee (PPC) Opening Report:

PPC Acting Chair Harry Bims presented the Project Planning Committee Opening Report for Session #83 and discussed the input document to this session.
ITU-R Liaison Group Opening Report:

Roger mentioned the 5D is developing a report for Broadband PPPR.  They have been overlooking 802.16 for that purpose that was approved by the EC and is available for presentation to 5D, but is thin on use cases.  Roger asked for contributions of use cases to update the document prior to forwarding to 5D.

ITU-R Liaison Acting Chair Roger Marks presented the ITU-R Liaison Agenda for Session #83 and schedule for the week.  
Meeting Logistics and Reporting

Roger reminded us that Verilan is available in the hall if you are experiencing any network issues.

Future Sessions

Roger discussed the location and time of future IEEE 802 Plenary sessions and IEEE 802.16 interim meetings <http://ieee802.org/16/calendar.html>.    He mentioned that the rates change a lot in Geneva from week-to-week, and that it is important to book a hotel early to get a reasonable price, since 802 is not arranging any room blocks for participants.

Roger noted that the meetings scheduled for Session #87 are scheduled during the Harvest Festival, which is a significant national holiday in Southeast Asia.  Since there are no sponsorship opportunities for alternative times, he proposed that we cancel the meeting for those dates.  Tim informed the group that the 802.11 group is also discussing the same issue.  He suggested that we wait until the 802.11 group makes a decision to change the date.  Roger felt that it will probably not be possible to get out of the hotel contract for those dates, but that the financial obligation was made by the treasury of the 802.11 and 802.16 Working Groups.
The members agreed to cancel Session #87 provided the wireless interim is held the week of Sep 17-20,primarily due to holiday scheduling.
The WG Chair informed the membership that he will update the Session #90 venue due to recent changes.
