IEEE 802.16 Session #90 Plenary Meeting

Tuesday March 18, 2014, 08:08 – 10:30 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Tim Godfrey at 08:08 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Los Angeles for Session #90 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda.
Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates, but reminded everyone that he is not serving as the chair of this meeting.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Tim Godfrey introduced himself as affiliated with the Electric Power Research Institute, and Acting Chair for this meeting, and Treasurer of the Working Group.  In addition to Tim Godfrey others in attendance at the meeting room in Beijing introduced themselves, including Paul Nikolich, Chair of 802; James Gilb, Chair of 802.24 TAG; and Jaesun Cha, P802.16q Editor.
Plenary Agenda

Tim Godfrey reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #89 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg89/index.html>.  Tim Godfrey requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.  None were received.
Motion (08:15 h):  “To approve the IEEE 802.16 Plenary Agenda as presented.”

Jaesun moved, and Roger seconded.  Agenda was approved by unanimous consent at 8:15 h.

Minutes of Session #89
The minutes of Session #89 were presented to the group for comments.  None were received.

Jaesun moved, and Roger seconded.  Agenda was approved by unanimous consent at 8:16 h.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

Tim Godfrey displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.

Tim Godfrey explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights. This information is also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.  The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

Session Status Report

Tim Godfrey presented Document IEEE 802.16-14-0030, the “IEEE 802.16 Status Report for Session #90”, located at ieee802.org/16/docs/10/80216-14_0030.pdf.  Roger Marks mentioned the status of all members is listed on the website.  
Review of Prior Session Report

Roger presented the report of the prior session, which is posted online at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg88/report.html>.  There will be a Birds of a Feather meeting on Thursday as a followup to the IEEE 802 Tutorial on Wireless SDN in Access and Backhaul that was organized during Session #88.

Schedule for the Week
Tim Godfrey noted the timeslots for Working Group activities for the week.  There was no discussion.

Subgroup Status
Project P802.16q Opening Report:
The WG Chair mentioned that the draft AWD and SRD have been emailed by the 802.16q editor to the WG Chair for review.  The documents will be uploaded to the private upload server, and not to Mentor.  The WG Letter Ballot is on track to be completed before Session #92.

Project P802.16r Report:
Roger Marks mentioned that there will be a Call for Contributions for this project.
Project P802.16.3 Report:
The WG Chair mentioned the P802.16.3 group had a teleconference on February 27th.  There was an additional contribution regarding the Architectural Requirements Document.  There were inputs that were received, but the incorporation of those inputs has not been completed since the teleconference.
ITU-R Liaison Group Report:
Acting Chair Roger Marks mentioned there is a contribution on the agenda to finish the final of three Bi-annual maintenance activities for IMT-2000. The group reviewed Document IEEE-802.16-14-0032, the “Proposed LS to ITU-R WP 5D: Update of Section 5.6 toward Revision 12 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 (Meeting X+2B Notification)”.
Motion (08:47 h):  “To approve Document IEEE-802.16-14-0032-02, the Proposed LS to ITU-R WP 5D: Update of Section 5.6 toward Revision 12 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 (Meeting X+2B Notification).”

Harry Bims moved, and Jaesun Cha seconded.  The motion was approved by unanimous consent at 8:47 h.

Wireless SDN Birds of a Feather
The Birds of a Feather was mentioned by Tim Godfrey

Tim Godfrey then presented the reset of the agenda.

WG Officer Elections
The WG Officer Election Process was explained by Tim Godfrey by showing Document IEEE 802.16-10/001, the “IEEE 802.16 Working Group Officer Election Process”.  Tim Godfrey distributed the paper ballots for the election of the WG Chair and WG Vice Chair to those present in the meeting room.  The two candidates are:  Roger Marks for WG Chair, and Harry Bims for WG Vice-Chair.

The audio of the teleconference was muted during the discussion of the candidates, so the two candidates could not hear any discussion.
Tim Godfrey collected the paper ballots from those present in the meeting room.  Paul Nikolich was designated to collect the ballots.  Results are 2 votes for Roger Marks as WG Chair, and 2 votes for Harry Bims as WG Vice-Chair.  There were no other votes cast.  Tim Godfrey declared an end to the WG Officer Election process, and stated the results would be forwarded to the IEEE 802 Executive Committee for confirmation.
Future Sessions
The Session #91 meeting is cancelled.

The group agreed to an interim 802.16 teleconference on Wednesday April 2nd at 13:00 UTC.
The group agreed to schedule an interim 802.16 teleconference in lieu of a face-to-face meeting at Session #93.
