The meeting is called to order by Tim Godfrey

The Narrowband Mode Requirements of 16-15-0020-00-Gcon were reviewed and discussed. 

The group discussed the options for amending IEEE 802.16 to support operation in a channel width of 1 MHz or less. 

The contents of Clause 12 in IEEE Std 802.16 were reviewed to evaluate whether an amendment to the Clause 12 profiles could adequately specify the required operation. 
 

One option would be to propose a PAR based on adding or amending a profile, based on understanding how it could be done without changing the rest of the standard. Amendment to Clause 12, and possibly other parts as needed, could also be considered.
Users of the standard could utilize this profile and along with specific bands and spectrum that may become available in the future. 
 

The 802.16 can authorize an activity to develop and pre-submit the PAR. 

 

The GRIDMAN task group can operate as a subgroup to develop a PAR in a series of teleconferences.
The WG would authorize the TG to pre-submit PAR to EC in advance of November meeting

 

The following text was developed as a proposed motion for 802.16 WG closing plenary:
 

Authorize the GRIDMAN Task Group to develop, and pre-submit to the 802 EC  by October 9, 2015, a PAR for an amended clause 12 WirelessMAN-OFDMA system profile in IEEE Std 802.16, and if necessary, minor consequential amendments to other clauses. This system profile will specify operation in channel sizes of 1 MHz or less. 

 

The ad-hoc group agreed to submit this motion to the WG closing plenary for approval.
