IEEE 802.16 Session #101 Opening Plenary Meeting

Tuesday January 19, 2016, 10:30 – 12:30 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 10:39 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #101 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda (at www.ieee802.org/meetings/mtg101/index.html).

Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Tim Godfrey, affiliated with EPRI, introduced himself as WG Treasurer.  The attendees in the room introduced themselves.

Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 6 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.

Roger went through the membership list, including Potential Members.

Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

The Chair recited an IEEE 802 rule: "The WG Chair may designate specific individual experts who are allowed to participate in WG discussions via electronic means during a face-to-face meeting for the benefit of the group. These individuals are not considered to be attending the meeting and so they are not required to pay meeting fees and they do not get participation credit. The participation of these individuals should be limited to specific technical topics. Such participation shall be documented in the minutes of the WG meeting."

Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #101 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg101/index.html>. The WG Chair reviewed the schedule of future 802.16 sessions.  Attendees were encouraged to attend Session #102 in March in anticipation of PAR discussions for P802.16s.

The future session #102 in Macau was announced, as well as a GRIDMAN teleconference on February 1 at 1pm PST.
