The GRIDMAN Agenda for Session #101 is on the GRIDMAN tab of the IEEE 802.16 WG master agenda. 

Review of 802.16s PAR and CSD

The task group reviewed the 802.16 PAR and CSD in document 16-15-0038-02-Gdoc. The PAR and CSD comments from other working groups and the 802.16 responses in 16-15-0050-00-Gdoc were also reviewed. The PAR and CSD were edited to address concerns from IEEE 802 EC members that were expressed at the 802 closing EC plenary in November 2015, and further insights from individual conversations with EC members that had voted against the PAR. 
The edited PAR and CSD has been updated and uploaded as 16-16-0008-00-Gdoc. 

The GRIDMAN TG approved 16-16-0008-00-Gdoc and forwarded it to the 802.16 WG. 

Additional supporting documents

Brett Kilbourne (Utilities Telecom Council) will submit the survey results on the market estimates that were conducted by UTC and the WiMAX Forum following the UTC conference in May 2015. This supporting document will be a reference for any questions on market viability and market size. 

Harry Bims (Bims Laboratories) will lead the development of a supplemental document to describe why 802.16 is the best fit for the applicatoins and spectrum, and not other standards.. This will also include other 802 standard such as 802.15.4g (Wi-SUN) and 802.20. GRIDMAN participants will help review and develop the document by email.

Tim Godfrey (EPRI) will develop a document describing the level of participation and support from individuals and the industry that are interested in the successful development of this standard. This will include those sending letters of support, personal participation in IEEE 802.16 sessions, participation on teleconferenes, and attendance at the tutorial.  16-16-0009-00-Gcon.

Teleconference

A GRIDMAN teleconference will be held Monday Feb 1st at 1:00pm pacific / 4:00 eastern. It will be 

announced on the 802.16 reflector, with a CC all attendees from Atlanta and Teleconferences

The purpose will be to review the PAR and CSD (16-16-0008-00-Gdoc) and the supporting documents, prior to the submittal of the PAR and CSD to the 802 EC prior to the deadline for the March Plenary. 

Implementation Discussion

Some details of possible implementation approaches were discussed in the context of ensuring that the PAR scope was correct for the anticipated amendment project. Topics reviewed were alternatives for FFT size, subcarrier spacing, packet aggregation, MAC overhead, supported ratios of UL to DL, dynamic adjustment of Band AMC subchannel allocation, eliminating requirements for PUSC in Zone 1, and TTG modifications. 

An additional document summarizing some of the proposed directions and parameter options will be posted.
