At the March 2016 meeting, the GRIDMAN TG assisted the Working Group in resolving PAR comments on the 802.16s PAR. 
The GRIDMAN TG convened briefly on Tuesday EVE1, met Wednesday AM2 and PM1, and Thursday AM1. 
The PAR and CSD were submitted to the EC prior to the meeting and are available in document 16-16-0002r2.

Comments from other Working Groups and EC officers on the PAR were consolidated into a table of comments.
The 802.16 WG provided responses into this table, and edited the PAR based on the changes agreed to and documented in the column titled “change”. 
The final PAR was submitted on Wednesday, March 16th, and is found in document 16-16-0012r2.
This PAR and the (unchanged) CSD will be presented to the EC on Friday for approval. At that time, motions for further amendments of the PAR may be considered.
