IEEE 802.16 Session #102 Opening Plenary Meeting

Tuesday March 15, 2016, -8:00 – 10:00 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 08:09 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #102 of the IEEE 802.16 WG, whereupon he turned to the Working group agenda (at www.ieee802.org/meetings/mtg102/index.html) [link not valid].

Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates and IEEE-SA.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary.  Tim Godfrey, affiliated with EPRI, introduced himself as WG Treasurer and Chair of the GRIDMAN Task Group.  The attendees in the room introduced themselves, including IEEE 802 and ISOC Cooperative Fellowship recipient, Suprita.  The 802.16 Vice Chair is her mentor for this session.

Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 6 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.

Roger went through the membership list, including Potential Members.  The Chair mentioned that we have one Potential Member, Walter Pienciak, who has become an 802.16 Member as of the start of this session.

Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #102 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg102/index.html>.  The Chair requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.

Minutes of Session #101

The minutes of Session #100 (80216-16-0002-00-Gdoc) in Atlanta, Georgia were presented without comment. The minutes were approved without objection at 08:23 h.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.

The Chair mentioned that the 802.16 Working Group does not have any assigned PARs during this session.  Because of this, the patent slides for non-PAR meetings are to be read during this session. Working Group Status Report
Chair Marks presented Document IEEE 802.16-16-0018-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Status Report, Session #102.  

Review of Prior Session Report
Chair Marks reviewed the session report from Session #101 at www.ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg101/report.html.

802 Tutorials
There are no tutorials scheduled for the week.

Input Documents

The Chair reviewed the list of input documents to this session, and reminded the Chair of the GRIDMAN project to review relevant input documents to their activities, including Document 80216-16-0014-00-Gdoc entitled “IEEE MTT Society Concurrence on P802.16 PAR”, wherein MTT-S SCC provided concurrence to submit the 802.16s PAR, and expressed a desire to remain a co-sponsor for future 802.16 standards.
Schedule for the Week
The WG Chair noted the timeslots for Working Group activities for the week. The Chair pointed out the EVE1 timeslot on Tuesday was placed on the schedule to allow for the Working Group to review 802.16s PAR Comments from outside of 802 immediately after the Tuesday 6:30pm deadline.

PARs under Consideration

The Chair reviewed the list of PARs under consideration at this session.
802.16 Officer Election

Elections were conducted to fill the roles of WG Chair and WG Vice Chair for the terms beginning at the close of the current IEEE 802 Plenary Session and ending after the first IEEE 802 Plenary Session of 2018.

The Chair reviewed Document 10/0012, the “IEEE 802.16 Working Group Officer Election Process”, and the election announcement posted on the reflector.  The Chair also noted there was one candidate announcement; Harry Bims announced his candidacy for Vice-Chair to the reflector on March 6.

The Working Group Vice-Chair followed the procedures for election of the Working Group Chair.  There were no candidates for the position of Chair.  After some discussion, Walter Pienciak nominated Roger Marks for Working Group Chair.  Tim Godfrey seconded his nomination.  Roger Marks left the room and there was some discussion about his nomination.

Once Roger Marks returned to the room, the group followed the procedures for election of the Working Group Vice-Chair.  There was one candidate for the position of Vice-Chair, and no additional nominations.  Harry Bims made a statement to the group announcing his qualifications for the position, commitment to serve a 2-year term, and support from his affiliation.  Harry left the room and there was some discussion about his candidacy.

Harry returned to the room and there was a paper ballot election.  Soo Kim volunteered to be the recipient of the paper ballots for Working Group Chair and Working Group Vice-Chair.  Soo Kim announced the results of the paper ballot election as follows:

Working Group Chair:  Voting Results – 3 votes for Roger Marks, out of 3 votes cast.

Roger Marks has been elected by the Working Group to the Chair position, pending confirmation from the EC.

Working Group Vice-Chair:  Voting Results – 4 votes for Harry Bims out of 4 votes cast.  Harry Bims has been elected by the Working Group to the Vice-Chair position, pending confirmation from the EC.

Revision PAR

The Chair reviewed a draft 802.16Rev4 revision PAR (see Document 802.16-16-0019) to revise the base standard,
Motion (10:36am):  “To forward the PAR in 802.16-16-0019, modified to defer the RevCom date by one RevCom meeting, to the IEEE 802 Executive Committee for consideration on 18 March 2016.”

The motion passed by unanimous consent.

The meeting was adjourned by the Chair at 10:39am.

GRIDMAN Task Group Report:

The WG discussed whether to forward the Revision PAR in the context of comments received from 802 EC members during the review of the 802.16 Revision PAR and the P802.16s PAR.
