IEEE 802.16 Session #104 Opening Plenary Meeting

Tuesday July 26, 2016, 08:00 – 10:00 hours.

Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 08:07 hours local time.  He welcomed the Working Group to Session #104 of the IEEE 802.16 WG.
Dr. Roger Marks introduced himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with EthAirNet Associates and IEEE-SA.  Dr. Harry Bims introduced himself as WG Vice Chair and WG Secretary and announced his affiliation with Bims Laboratories.  Tim Godfrey introduced himself as WG Treasurer and Chair of the GRIDMAN Task Group, and announced his affiliation with EPRI.  The attendees to the meeting introduced themselves to the group, whereupon the WG Chair gave an overview and tutorial describing how to use the online webpages that attendees should access during the session.

The WG Chair noted the online location of the IEEE 802.16 webpage <http://wirelessman.org>, where official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group can be found, and the online location where the session meeting schedule and plans for the week are presented.  Chair Marks also turned to the Working group agenda (at http://www.ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg104/index.html).

Opening Plenary Agenda

The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #104 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg104/index.html>.  
Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair explained that at the beginning of this Session there were 5 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group.

Roger went through the membership list.  Roger explained membership retention and loss rules, as well as our working group naming conventions for contribution documents.

Attendance
The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”).  The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).

The Chair noted the 802 rules allow for the WG Chair to designate specific individual experts to participate by teleconference.  Any such designation(s) will be noted in the minutes.

The Chair requested comments from the Working Group regarding the agenda.

The agenda was approved without objection at 08:24 h.
Minutes of Session #103
The minutes of Session #102 (80216-16-0032-00-Gdoc) in Kona, HI were presented.  Approval was deferred to the Closing Plenary.  The group also reviewed Document 802.16-16-0027-00, which reflects comments from Roger Marks on the Session #102 minutes.  There was some group discussion, and it was agreed that the WG Secretary would upload Document 802.16-16-0032-01-Gdoc to the document server for review by the Working Group at the Working Group Closing Plenary.
Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.

The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights. This information is also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.

The Chair mentioned that the 802.16 Working Group does not have any assigned PARs during this session.  Because of this, the patent slides for non-PAR meetings are to be read during this session.  The WG Chair presented the slides found at the link < https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/preparslides.pdf >.  In addition, the WG Chair showed the patent slides for PAR meetings to inform the group that these PAR meeting patent slides will be shown in the future if the 802.16s PAR is approved by the EC.
Patent Policy

The WG Secretary recorded in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.
It was disclosed to the Working Group that Full Spectrum has submitted a Letter of Assurance regarding its Essential Patent Claims to IEEE-SA.

Editor Issues and Amendment Status

Input Document Assignments
The WG Chair reviewed the input documents to the P802.16s project.

A technical editor will be selected, and input documents to the project will be reviewed.  Further discussion of its activities will take place during the GRIDMAN Task Group meeting slots.
ITU-R Liasion

Chair Marks mentioned the activities of the ITU-R Liaison group, soliciting proposals for Radio Interface Technologies in various frequency bands.

GRIDMAN Closing Report:

He also summarized the other output documents from the task group, Document IEEE 802.16-16-0034-02, the Draft P802.16s System Requirements Document (SRD), and Document IEEE 802.16-16-0044-00, 802.16s Draft System Description Document (SDD).
Maintenance Issues
There was some discussion about the timing of an updated draft Revision PAR request.  The WG agreed that a Document IEEE 802.16-16-0019-02 would be presented to the WG for discussion at the November Plenary session.  It was also agreed that an extension request would be presented to the WG for discussion at the November Plenary session.

There was some discussion about IEEE 802.16/Conformance04-2006, which is due to expire on December 31, 2018.  There was no objection to taking no action on the revision of the document.  The Chair will notify IEEE staff to not expect a Revision request.

The GRIDMAN task group requested that Session #105 of the Working Group be held on September 13 – 15, in conjunction with the IEEE 802 Wireless Interim meeting in Warsaw.  The WG agreed to hold the next session at that time and location.  Chair Marks informed the group that he will likely not attend Session #105, and that Vice-Chair Bims would be the acting Chair in his absence.

The WG agreed that Session #107 would be held on January 17-19, 2017, in conjunction with the IEEE 802 Interim meeting in Atlanta.
There was some discussion about additional meeting sessions through 2017.
