Chairman, Carl Stevenson, verified that each participant had access to the document. He provided background on NPTSC’s presentation at the July meeting and their request for support for their petition for reconsideration.  The RR-TAG was notified on 18 August 03 that the petition for reconsideration filed by NPSTC was published in the Federal Register, with comments due by 2 September 03.

The chair invites the group to comment on the document that supports the NPSTC petition.  A concern is voiced that given the smaller spectrum allocation available for this service, there may be an adverse impact in relaxation of the spectrum mask as requested in the petition.  Another comment brought out the higher power levels that will be encountered in this service.  

 There was some discussion on the number of chip vendors able to meet the emission masks, NPSTC was under the impression that only a single vendor device was able to meet the requirement with enhancements to the existing product.  The test organizer indicated that the number was greater than one but less than the ten units that were evaluated, but declined to be more specific.

NPSTC indicated that they see a multiplicity of applications for devices in this service, ranging from those requiring severe environment capabilities to more normal office service.  Thus they are seeking a breadth of products that range from typical AP to dedicated tight spec niche devices.  Being a licensed service, application deployments, and spectrum allocations would be controlled. 

Chair reminds the group that this meeting was called to review the document that comments on the NPSTC petition.  And, that the group needs to decide if they wish to comment regardless of the status of any pending extension requests that are before the Commission on this matter.

There is a request for clarification, if standards are built into FCC Rules, how are updates to the standards processed?  A recommendation was made that the base standard should be specified and to include text to indicate that “the most current version of the standard should be referenced.”  Chair agreed that, while the Commission typically does not advocate inclusion of standards, it makes sense for this service.
