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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
The second Letter Ballot completed between this past May Interim session and this Plenary session.  Over 1,200 new comments resulted from the second Letter Ballot.

Ad-hoc groups (PHY, MAC, cognitive) have been split into parallel during this session to resolve the specific comments relating to the group’s section of Draft 2.0.

802.22 also could attend parallel 802.19 meetings for attendance credit.

A primary discussion that occurred in a MAC meeting proposed moving sensing quiet period information from the superframe control header to decrease overhead.  With approval, a new management message to communicate the quiet period information will be specified.

Two meetings were spent reviewing the newest revision of the TG2 Recommended Practice.

A new 802.22 Chairman will be elected at the Closing Plenary meeting.  The two candidates are Wendong Hu from ST Microelectronics and Apurva Mody from BAE Systems.

A document is being developed that we plan to send to the WSDB group describing the interface from 802.22 to the WSDB and the expected behavior.

The TG1 Sponsor Ballot passed with over 90% approval.  Comment resolution continues to appeal to the remaining diapprovals.
