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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
We are still working to resolve comments on our second Letter Ballot.

Ad-hoc groups (PHY, MAC, cognitive, security, TG1, TG2) have been split into parallel during this session to resolve the specific comments relating to the group’s section of Draft 2.0.

Specific remaining issues that are being discussed include:
· Specification of the interface between a non-integrated antenna and a CPE.
· Unify the sampling rates for 6 MHz and 8 MHz while relax the frontend design by using the 7 MHz profile.
· Consider replacing the PHY with a stripped down version of the 802.16-2009 OFDMA (No MIMO, No AAS, No HARQ) PHY.
· Report maximum available PAPR for the different modulations.
· Reexamine the C/N values in the upstream burst profile information element.
· Supply an easier interleaving algorithm for subcarrier mapping.
· Determine how the interleaver can accommodate the block length of the coexistence beacon protocol.
· Correct the data carrier indices to align with the new interleaver.
· Private/public key pairs management.
· Hiding the CPE MAC address during transmission.
· Coexistence beacon protocol security.
· Inclusion of medical devices in the spectrum manager policies

· Sensing window specification at the MAC.
· Implementation of a separate sensing RF chain from the transmit/receive RF chain.

· Simplification of the spectrum sensing function specification.

· Specification of the interface between the sensing device and the CPE automaton.

· Providing the spectrum sensing function the region of operation to translate TV channel number to frequency.

· Development of the spectrum manager policy table.
Two PARs have been submitted to the EC for approval.  One PAR submittal is a clarification to the current 802.22 PAR that aligns with the FCC’s interpretation of a personal/portable mode II device.  The other PAR relates to a new project integrated into the current project that proposes a more complex architecture involving personal/portable mode I operation and scalability.  Some meeting time was spent addressing comments that 802.22 received from the other WGs and from interested individuals.
Meeting time was also spent supplying comments to a proposed PAR submitted by 802.19 on coexistence in the TV white spaces and to a proposed PAR submitted by 802.11 as an extension for operation in the TV white spaces.
One meeting was spent reviewing comments that we received from a group working to specify the FCC approved white space database.  The comments that we received were in response to a document that 802.22 issued specifying the interface between a device and the database.  We intend to generate a response document and a new revision to our interface specification document.

TG1 continues to resolve the very few comments remaining on the last Sponsor Ballot.

One meeting was spent reviewing the newest revision of the TG2 Recommended Practice.  During the meeting, a large majority of the document received approval.  A few new recommendations were added.  Some technical details provided in recommendations need confirmation.
