31. Richard Kennedy presented document 18-10/0006r0, an overview of the Ofcom Consultation entitled “Geolocation for Cognitive Access”. Richard is proposing that IEEE 802.18 should respond to the consultation. Richard agreed to upload the consultation to the Mentor server. The consultation document is 18-10/0007r0.
